Since December 1, 2008, The Thai Alliance in America (TAA) started
accepting new applications for membership in an effort to revive and rejuvenate the
organization to its former stature. The response has been satisfactory, with considerable
applications from Thais in the U.S. as well as from other interested persons.

In order for the revitalization of TAA to proceed according to the planned
schedule as outlined in the Draft Constitution of the Thai Alliance in America 2009, a
timetable for TAA activities is set, as follows:

1. Closing date for membership application (for those who wish to vote in
the 2009 Annual Meeting)
New members who submit their applications by Friday 15 May 2009 may
vote in the election for a new TAA President and a Secretary-General during the 2009
Annual Meeting. Those who submit their applications after Friday 15 May, 2009 are
entitled to all the membership rights, except (1) the right to be nominated as President or
Secretary-General of TAA, and (2) the right to vote in the election of President and
Secretary-General to be held during the 2009 Annual Meeting.

2. Nomination Application for President and Secretary-General
Members wishing to stand for election as President or Secretary-General
of TAA may submit their candidacy at the Royal Thai Embassy from May 16-23, 2009.
Submission must include (1) personal background, (2) one passport-size photo, and (3) a
policy statement. The contact persons are Mr. Wararoj Engsombun, First Secretary,
email: wararoje@thaiembdc.orq, and Mr. Viroon Eiamchim, email:

Note: Candidates for the position of President and Secretary-General
must be nominated as a pair on the same ballot, and votes will be cast for each President
- Secretary-General pair as a team.

3. Announcement and Introduction of Candidates
TAA will circulate the background information and policy statement of
each President - Secretary-General Team to all members after the candidacy submission
deadline. Candidates will have 14 days to introduce themselves to the members, starting
from the first Monday following the deadline.




4. Early Voting
Members may cast early votes electronically from June 7-13, 2009.

Electronic voting details and procedure will be made available at the earliest opportunity.

5. Annual Meeting 2009
The Thai Alliance in America 2009 Annual Meeting and Election will be
held on June 14, 2009 from 10.00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. at the Royal Thai Embassy, 1024
